1. In the event that a quorum is not present at a m eeting, the voting 
will be extended by 72 hours via email. 
2. The secretary will send an email to all members with the proposed 
rules change and give the deadline for votes. 
3. If at the end of the 72 hours the total votes re ceived at the 
meeting, absentee, and following the meeting do not  constitute a 
quorum, the proposed rule cannot be adopted. 

 

2004 Club Election Procedures 
 
Elections for 2004 club officers will be held at the January general meeting on 11-January-2004.  Each 
office will be elected independently of the others, starting with the Executive Officer and proceeding 
through the offices in the order that they are listed in the club Bylaws.  Nominations will be solicited from 
the floor.  Self-nomination is permitted.  When there are no more candidates nominated for an office, the 
nominations will be closed for that office and the membership will vote to elect.  In case of a tie, the top 
two vote-getters will each be given five minutes to speak, followed by a runoff election.  Any subsequent 
tie will be decided by coin flip.  If no candidate is nominated for an office, that office will remain vacant 
with the duties of the office taken up by other elected officers to take up the slack, at the discretion of the 
Commanding Officer. 
 
The Commanding Officer is not elected, as there is an automatic succession from XO to CO.
