July Battle Report

After Action Report 17 July 2004, Western Gulf
Theater, Captain W. Wynne, Allied Merchant
Marine, OOD.

The weather was clear and calm today as
operations began. Reports that the sea lanes
were clear of submarines and that much of the
Axis fleet were in other waters indicated that
Allied forces should use this time to replenish
their supplies to the extent possible. Intelligenc
revealed that the Richelieu and her captain were
in port, both for much needed repairs, and, while
the Dunkerque was still steaming for the area,
would not arrive in time to be a factor. Her new
captain, Mssr. Capitaine Butts, however,
volunteered to use his shore time captaining the
Cimarron to bring much needed fuel for the
allied effort. Captain Crowder, finding the lowa
in drydock for refitting, oversaw operations.

Due to time and tides, Captaine Butts set salil
shortly before 14:00 local time. Shortly after
setting to sea, he spotted the Axis ship, Altmark,
captained by the renowned Herr Kapitdn Wes
"The Unsinkable" Wynne, setting out to resupply
Axis forces. Soon after the Cimarron and
Altmark set out, the Lake Shore, supplies and
coal unreplenished since 02 July 2004, and

without a damage control party aboard, set sail
under my command to bring food and spare parts
to our valiant troops.

On receiving signals from the Cimarron and the
Lake Shore that the Altmark was active in the
Western Gulf, the mighty Nelson was dispatched
to harass her and take her out, if possible.
Captain Mianowski set sail with all haste. Over
the course of the sortie, the sea lanes became
quite crowded at times, resulting in numerous
brushing incidents, and even some major
collisions. The Nelson brought her guns to bear
on Altmark repeatedly during the sortie, causing
much damage, but it seemed that Kapitain Wes
was, truly, unsinkable. Even after a collision
with the Cimarron, that caused a rupture
displacing half of his main deck, he continued to
sail and make cargo runs. A steering gear failure
caused him to return to port to make hasty
repairs on the linkage, then back to sea. The
Cimarron also suffered some mechanical
failures, requiring emergency port repairs during
this grueling resupply effort. The Lake Shore,
low on fuel, continued her steady pace, and
eventually outpaced the number of cargo runs
made by either the Cimarron or the Altmark.



Toward the end of the day, heavily damaged, the
Altmark was listing heavily and appeared on the
verge of sinking, but then the damage control
party got the pumps working, and once again she
rose aright.

Although outnumbered and undefended,
Kapitdn Wes once again defied the Allied forces,
knowing that observers on the shore could see
his actions. Unfortunately, he ended up in the
way of the Cimarron under full steam, and the
collision finally caused enough damage that the
Altmark slowly succumbed as it tried to reach
port again. Allied forces were happy to be able

to report that this Kapitan, who has lead a
charmed career so far, can be sunk. However, he
was reported to have survived the sink, so this
particular concern is not over. Further, during

the resupply effort, the allied fleet was able to
observe that the Axis forces were building
another Deutschland class pocket battleship;
intelligence indicating it to be named the Gryf
Spee, and Kapitan Beckerich is overseeing her
construction. It appears to have been a good idea
for the Allied fleet to take this opportunity for
resupply, as future resupply missions may be
even more hazardous.

To me a mine field is the weight and all minesdteal to it by string, not the number of mines eattly a
ship.

This is only to limit the length of the mine fieldat can be dropped in one string, not the numberiices
carried by a ship. This will stop a ship from droyppall their mines at one time in one long striag,some
ships can carry 300+ mines, which would cover 33arda at onetime if sec 3 was left as is. Mutipl
strings of mines dropped at one time is a wastenandd be hard to keep straight and out of thedpgr

carry as many strings as their ship carried hisadisi. 300 mines ship would be able to carry égs 8 ft
long of mines.
