May Battle Report

Summer seemed to arrive in full force on th& 21
of May, with a record high temperature forecast.
My unofficial truck thermometer showed triple
digits, which would have been more than enough
for the record. Plenty of fluids and sunscreen
were on hand for the May battle, as were quite a
few members and guests. Unfortunately, the
count of ships was quite low.

DKM Scharnhorst was the lone armed Axis
combatant, joined briefly by IJIN Amagi — the
first-ever combat sailing of a carrier in the club.
USS Missouri and HMS Nelson represented the
Allies. In addition to a secondary port that
wasn't used due to lack cargo ships running, a
large floating island was positioned in the center
of the bay. A basic battle was held, with a three-
hour limit and a distant buoy. Warships had to
circle the buoy once to rearm, and a second time
to patch.

Battle commenced late, at about 1:00 so that all
could fully enjoy the heat of the day. Missouri
and Nelson prowled the seas, waiting to see what
the Axis would send out. Scharnhorst bravely
entered the fray and was pounced on by the
Allies. Amagi made a brief sortie, but retired
early with stability issues.

Missouri maneuvered for position while
Scharnhorst and Nelson went at one another with
very little letup. Nelson managed to get the
better of the exchange, despite having only one
operational turret. Scharnhorst sank in shallow
water near the boathouse, but was able to dish
out quite well.

With the Axis out of the battle, we decided to
have a one-on-one death match between
Missouri and Nelson. Nelson patched, re-armed,
gassed, and corrected the problem that prevented
her A and B turrets from firing. The two former
teammates then went after one another, with
Nelson trying to chase down the larger, quicker,
and more maneuverable Missouri.

Nelson lost most of her propulsion. It was
determined later that the float string had wound
around a propeller shaft. This was just the
opening that Missouri needed, with Nelson
operating only on “jet” power, from the force of
her pump stream, unable to maneuver with any
control at all. Nelson’s momentum carried her
into the near peninsula bank where her forward-
facing guns couldn’t reach Missouri, and
couldn’t back out. Missouri pounded volley
after volley into Nelson’s starboard quarter until
the Brit slipped under.
