Battle Report
- John Mianowski, OOD for August

The August 28 battle saw nine ships on the
water. Unfortunately, only two of them were
armed and one of those was knocked out with an
apparently-blown speed control. The result was
not much damage at all, and a lot of ships had
problems. One that seemed to work pretty well
was David Huffhines’ carrier IJN Akagi. A
scenario was designed specifically to give a
carrier something meaningful to do, and this ship
executed it flawlessly. The objective was to
make four straight-line runs of about a hundred
feet, in 150% of the ship’s minimum one
hundred-foot maximum time at top speed. Four
runs would win the Carrier segment for the Axis,
while anything less would win it for the Allies.
Akagi made twenty runs!

In other action Jerry Ethridge’'s DMK Lutzow
got two confirmed, uncontested Kills as it sent a
pair of Allied cargo ships to the bottom. Others
went down as well due to unseaworthiness, and
were scored as lost. The only Allied warship to
enter the battle — late — was John Mianowski’s

USS Indiana, which was lost with the above-
mentioned blown speed control just a few
minutes after entering the battle. William
Jowers’ FNS Jaureguiberry made its debut
unarmed, in a cargo role.

The Cargo segment was done a little differently
from past battles. Instead of each team’s cargo
ships running a complete circuit of all ports,

Axis and Allied “home” ports were designated,
and each team had to deliver cargo from the
“Neutral” port to their respective home ports.
The Axis had a longer run, but had some floating
islands to hide behind if they wanted, creating a
narrow channel along the Western shore. The
Allies had a shorter run, but it was fully exposed.
They also had more cargo ships, but no escorts.
Both the Carrier and Cargo scenarios seemed to
go over pretty well, considering the light turnout
of armed ships. A plan to allow the teams a
chance to “capture” their enemy’s port was
scrapped, since there weren’t enough ships to
make it work — maybe some other time.
